3. Teachers should take the dimensions as a consideration/reference while setting the
exams.

4. Various forms of assessment tasks are set for different modules. The result is given
in marks.

How to prepare a listening exam?

Choose suitable materials.

There should be at least two sections to test the pupils’ ability in listening.
The total mark is 10.

The parts of the exam should come from different tasks.

There should be more options for the pupils to consider.

The task should be meaningful. There should be an information gap.

The testing points should be clear and precise.

Teachers are welcomed to record the scripts by themselves.

The time for listening exam is only 30 minutes, not 45 minutes.

How to prepare a tape for listening exam?

Record the selected material on the tape for part A & part B (or even part C, etc.)
Repeat the procedure until all material is recorded.

Answers and tape scripts must be included in the sets of exam paper before hand for
concerned teachers to cross check.

The tapes should be given to the concerned teachers one or two days before the
Listening exam.

During the exam

1. Teachers should not explain the instructions unless all teachers in the same grade
agree to do so.
2. Primary 1 teacher can explain the tasks in detail to help the students.
3. Teachers should play the tape to the pupils once only during every listening
examination.
